THE FALL SOUTH CENTRAL REGIONAL BUICK SHOW

Our chapter is hosting the Fall South Central Regional Buick Show this year.  The location of the show events will be at McGraw Motors, Inc.  4316 US180 East   Mineral Wells, TX.  The meet’s Host Hotel is The Executive Inn on the west side of Mineral Wells, adjacent to Baris Italian Restaurant (on the south side of the street).

On the dealership site, the entrance for us will be through the pipe fence at the red light at the dealership.  Our Buicks will proceed in front of the showroom (in the Main Building), westward toward the Used Car Building.  Under the east side of this building (which is a large covered area), entrant registration and show administration will be located here.  The Show Field will be between this building and the fence by the street, which is on a slight slope so the cars can be displayed very nicely and be seen by everybody that drives by.
The second building west of the main dealership building is a smaller red brick building.
