THIS MONTH’S MEETING

This month’s meeting will be at the Miller Brewery in South Fort Worth.  As you progress southward from South Loop 820 or I-20 in Fort Worth, you will have taken the I-35W exit to head toward Waco.  The Sycamore School Road exit is just a little ways south after you get onto I-35W South.  If approaching the area from the south on I-35W, look for the Sycamore School Road exit (might be paired with Everman Road exit).  Once at the Sycamore School Road crossing of I-35W, proceed northward on the eastern access road past the Mrs. Baird’s facility to the Miller Brewery Facility.  As you might notice, the Mrs. Baird’s complex also had a product store, if you might be interested (but don’t be late to the meeting because of this!).  There is a certain amount of highway construction going on in this area, so please watch for signs of such and drive carefully and safely.  
From looking at the satellite view on Google Maps, the first road past the Mrs. Baird’s facility is a truck exit from the plant’s warehouse area.  The second road (trees on both sides) goes to a parking lot behind the tall Miller sign and many tank batteries.
