COMMENTS FROM THE DIRECTOR
I might not have mentioned it at the last few meetings, but that doesn’t mean it’s NOT important!  It will be easier to do this time than in the past, so you need to do it if you haven’t already done so!  Naturally . . . time is of the essence as the final submission date is fast approaching!  You might have seen it on the cover of THE BUGLE and thought . . . “I’ll do that later . . . “, this past APRIL,     BUT have you???
I received an email a while back from Mr. Gene Sorensen, who is a candidate for the BCA Board of Directors.  It was what I considered a “campaign email” as he’s one of the candidates for the BCA Board in this election cycle. Then, detach the ballot from the outer cover (you’ll notice that it also has your “mail label” on it this time!), mark the ballot as to who you desire to vote for (not forgetting about the Spousal Voting situation!), voting for only THREE candidates per voter, then mail the completed ballot so it will be received ON or BEFORE . . . June 10, 2008.  The clock is ticking!
